PREPARATION FOR SUNDAY’S SERMON 
 

SCRIPTURE:  James 5:13-20 and Mark 11:15-19 
SERMON TITLE:  ”Lord Teach Us to Pray; Prayer Changes Everything” 
DESCRIPTION:  These two scriptures make it clear that the primary work of making 
and maintaining disciples is prayer.  Members of the church are to pray for one another 
and those in need.  Prayer is the first response of a disciple of Jesus.  Prayer was 
always Jesus’ first response. 

James 5:13-20  

Are any among you suffering? They should pray. Are any cheerful? They 

should sing songs of praise. Are any among you sick? They should call for 

the elders of the church and have them pray over them, anointing them with 

oil in the name of the Lord. The prayer of faith will save the sick, and the 

Lord will raise them up; and anyone who has committed sins will be 

forgiven. Therefore confess your sins to one another, and pray for one 

another, so that you may be healed. The prayer of the righteous is powerful 

and effective. Elijah was a human being like us, and he prayed fervently that 

it might not rain, and for three years and six months it did not rain on the 

earth. Then he prayed again, and the heaven gave rain and the earth 

yielded its harvest. My brothers and sisters, if anyone among you wanders 

from the truth and is brought back by another, you should know that 

whoever brings back a sinner from wandering will save the sinner’s soul 

from death and will cover a multitude of sins.  

Mark 11:15-19 
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Then they came to Jerusalem. And he entered the temple and began to drive 

out those who were selling and those who were buying in the temple, and he 
overturned the tables of the money changers and the seats of those who 

sold doves; and he would not allow anyone to carry anything through the 
temple. He was teaching and saying, “Is it not written,  

‘My house shall be called a house of prayer for all the nations’? 

But you have made it a den of robbers.” 

And when the chief priests and the scribes heard it, they kept looking for a 

way to kill him; for they were afraid of him, because the whole crowd was 

spellbound by his teaching. And when evening came, Jesus and his disciples 

went out of the city.
